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A)  Creating a new website

The first time you open iWeb, you need to choose a template for the first page.  After you choose the template, iWeb creates a website consisting of one page. 

To create a new website:

1.  Choose File > New Site.

2.  In the template chooser that appears, select a template in the list on the left.

3.  Select a webpage type from the thumbnails on the right.

4.  Click Choose.

B)  Creating a new webpage

When you create a new webpage, you choose a template for the page.  iWeb provides templates designed for special purposes; for example, if you are adding a page that will contain a movie, you might want to choose a Movie template.

To create a new webpage:

1.  Click the Add Page button (shown above) or choose File > New Page.

2.  In the template chooser, select a template in the list on the left.

3.  Select a webpage type from the thumbnails on the right.

4.  Click Choose.

C)  Rearranging pages in your website

To rearrange pages:

In the site organizer (the leftmost area in the iWeb window), drag pages up or down.You can even drag pages from one site to another.

D)  Changing the navigation menu (table of contents)

iWeb automatically creates a menu visitors can use to see all the pages in your website. As you add, delete, and reorganize pages, the navigation menu updates automatically.  

To prevent a page from appearing in the navigation menu:

1.  In the site organizer, select the page you do not want to appear in the navigation menu.

2.  If the Page Inspector is not open, click Inspector in the toolbar (or choose View > Show Inspector), and then click the Page Inspector button.

3.  Deselect "Include in navigation menu."

E)  Changing the size of a webpage

You can change the height and width of a webpage by changing the dimensions of its content area (the main region of a webpage).

To change the size of a webpage's content area:

1.  If the Page Inspector is not open, click Inspector in the toolbar (or choose View > Show Inspector), and then click the Page Inspector button.

2.  In the Page Inspector, enter new values in the Content Width and Content Height fields, and then press Return.

When your website visitors make their browser windows bigger, the size of the content area stays the same and more of the browser background shows.

F)  Changing the background of a webpage

You can change the color of a page's background, or you can use an image as the background.

To change a webpage's background:

1.  In the site organizer, select the page whose background you want to change.

2.  If the Page Inspector is not open, click Inspector in the toolbar (or choose View > Show Inspector), and then click the Page Inspector button.

3.  Choose an option from the Page Background pop-up menu:

· Color Fill gives the background a single solid color.  Click the color well and choose a color in the Colors window.

· Gradient Fill colors the background with a color gradient.  Click each color well and choose colors in the Colors window.

· Image Fill lets you use your own image as a background.  Choose your image and then choose a scaling option from the pop-up menu.

G)  Adding photos and captions

Here are ways to add your photos and other images to a webpage:

1.  Drag photos to a page.  Many templates include placeholder photos that have special features, such as picture frames.  Drag your own photo to any placeholder photo to replace it.  

2.  Drag photos to a Photos template.  If you are adding more than a few photos, this method is an easy way to organize photos and include captions.  The Photos templates also include a Start Slideshow button so that your visitors can view your photos as a slideshow. 

H)  Adding songs or other audio files

Visitors can listen to the audio when they are visiting the page.  You can drag your songs from the Finder, and songs or playlists.

To add audio:

1.  In the site organizer, select the webpage you want to add the audio to.

2.  Do one of the following:

To add a single audio file, drag it to the image placeholder on a webpage or to the webpage canvas.  

To add more than one audio file, drag them to the webpage canvas.  (Select more than one file at a time by Command-clicking.)

I)  Adding a text hyperlink

You can create a text hyperlink that opens a webpage or a new email message, or downloads a file.

To add a text hyperlink using the Link Inspector:

1.  Select the text you want to turn into a hyperlink.

2.  If the Link Inspector is not open, click Inspector in the toolbar (or choose View > show Inspector), and then click the Link Inspector button.

3.  In the Link Inspector, select "Enable as a hyperlink," and then choose an option from the Link to pop-up menu:

· One of My Pages: Opens another page in any of your iWeb websites.  Choose the page from the Page pop-up menu.

· An External Page: Opens any webpage for which you know the website address.  Type the address in the URL field.

J) Making an object a hyperlink

You can turn any object into a hyperlink that opens a webpage, a file, or a new email message.

To make an object a hyperlink:

1.  Select the shape or image you want to turn into a hyperlink.

2.  If the Link Inspector isn't open, click Inspector in the toolbar (or choose View > Show Inspector), and then click the Link Inspector button.

3.  In the Link Inspector, select "Enable as a hyperlink," and then choose an option from the Link To pop-up menu:

· One of My Pages: Opens another page in any of your iWeb websites. Choose the page from the Page pop-up menu.

· An External Page: Opens any webpage for which you know thethe website address.  Type the address in the URL field.





Select a theme.  

Choose the “Welcome” page.  

This will be our introduction page.


Next, click on the plus button at the bottom of the screen. 

Select “About Me” and click choose.

Repeat this process two times to create two more pages.


   1)  Double - Click on the first “About Me” to the left.

Change the text on the page to “Legislative Branch.”

   2)  Double - Click on “About Me 2”

Change the text to “Executive Branch.”

   3)  Double - Click on “About Me 3”

Change the text to “Judicial Branch.”

Create sections on these pages to talk about:

· Members that work in each branch of government.

· Who is in charge of each branch of government.

· What is the role of each branch of government.

· How each branch of government “checks” each other.

*Use each step A-J in order to help guide you in creating your web page using iweb*
